Marine Crime  
 
It is notoriously difficult to identify temporal patterns within the marine community due to some 
boats and equipment being left unchecked for long periods of time. It is important individuals 
and clubs work together to ensure all property is regularly checked and crimes promptly 
reported to the police. This provides the police with greater opportunities to collect evidence, 
recover property and identify offenders.  
 
Recorded marine crime between November 2009 and February 2010 has seen a reduction of 
41% or 30 offences showing together we are making Dorset Safer, but there is still a distinct 
east /west split.  
 
Key Location  
 
Lyme Regis, West Bay and Bridport had no reported crimes whilst both Weymouth and 
Dorchester each had an outboard engine stolen.   
 
Wareham has seen a total of 9 crimes committed at Ridge Wharf Yacht Centre and The Quay 
area of the river Frome. It would appear all the offences took place over a 3 week period in 
December with fuel, marine flares and clothing taken from the RWYC and a boat on it’s

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mooring taken from The Quay along with an outboard motor and fuel. The remaining offences 
included damage being caused to boat coverings and the decks.   
 
Poole has seen 15 crimes committed however unlike Wareham there is no obvious pattern. 
Parkstone Yacht Club had 2 offences between mid November and early December where 
masts and sails were stolen from premises on site. Cobbs Quay Marina was similarly targeted 
twice with a small amount of fuel taken in November and a tender and Mercruiser gearbox 
stolen in early December.   
 
Over the reporting period 2 boats were stolen, a 30 foot Cabin Boat called “Wendy” from its 
mooring at Rockley Point and a 15 foot Blue Dell Quay Dory was taken with trailer from a 
private driveway in Poole. Please note that a further 5 outboard engines were stolen from 
unattended boats in the Poole area 
 
Christchurch Harbour reported 9 crimes all of which took place in November. Rossiter Yachts of 
Rossiter Quay in Christchurch was targeted twice during mid- November whereby an Outboard 
engine and other electrical equipment was stolen from a boat. A Bombarb rib was stolen from 
Wick Fry, a 9 foot dinghy was taken from a secure slipway at Christchurch Quay and an 
outboard motor and flares were stolen from Wick Lane.     
 
The map below provides a visual aid of crimes committed.  
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Information Required    
 
Wareham. A possible suspect operating in the area is a white male, approximately 20 years 
old, 5’09” tall, slim build with cropped brown hair with access to both a boat and car.  
 
Christchurch. On the 13th November a Dark Blue Landrover Discovery was disturbed 
attempting to steal a 16 foot Austin Whaler from a driveway in Winkton, Christchurch.
